Waste control procedures

All wastes accepted at the site shall be handled, kept and recorded in écoordance with
sections 6.4.1 and 6.4.2 of the working plan and the standards specified in Table 4.4 below.

Table 4.4 Standards for waste acceptance and control procedures

Stage of Waste Handling Specified standards

Waste storage Degradable waste shall not remain on site for in excess of 24 hours. Al
degradable waste shall be placed inside a covered container by the
end of the working day.

From 30 September 2003 waste shall not be received at the site unless a spray dust

suppression system has been installed and is operated and maintained to achieve the

following standards;

a The droplet diameter shall be sufficient to ensure that dust is retained within the
boundary of the site and also prevent any off-site transmission of the spray.

b The water pressure shall be sufficient to ensure that dust is retained within the
boundary of the site.

¢ The number of spray heads required shall be sufficient to ensure that dust is retained
within the boundary of the site.

d The spray heads shall be located and aligned in order to ensure that dust is retained
within the boundary of the site.

The spray dust suppression system required by Condition 6.1.4 shall be used at all times
when dust is being generated at the site. -

On detection or notification of aerial emissions of odour that are transported beyond the site
boundary immediate action shall be taken to stop the waste handling operations giving rise
to the emission and to suppress the aerial emission from the waste. The incident and the
remedial action shall be recorded in the site diary.

RIGHTS OF APPEAL

A copy of any other document relevant to the appeal including, in particular, any
relevant consent, determination, notice, planning permission, established use certificate
or certificate of lawful use or development and

A statement indicating whether you wish the appeal to be in the form of a hearing or on
the basis of written representations.

You are also required to serve a copy of your notice of appeal, together with copies of any the
above documents that have accompanied your notice of appeal, on the Environment Agency (at
the address overleaf). You should appeal within 6 months of the date that this notice takes
effect but the Secretary of State may allow notice of appeal to be given after the expiry of this
time period.

Where a notice giving the Agency’s decision to modify a waste management licence includes a
statement that for the purposes of preventing, or where that is not practicable, minimising
pollution of the environment or harm to human health, Section 43(4) of the Environmental
Protection Act 1990 shall not apply to the decision, the notification of an appeal against the
decision will not of itself render the decision ineffective pending determination of the appeal.



If you consider that such a statement has been unreasonably included in the notice of decision you
may apply, under Section 43(7) of the Environmental Protection Act 1990, to the Secretary of
State to determine whether the Agency’s action was unreasonable or not. If the Secretary of State
determines that the Authority acted unreasonably in including such a statement, the Agency’s
decision will become ineffective while an appeal is pending and you will be entitled to recover
compensation from the Agency in respect of any loss you have suffered in consequence of
exclusion of the application of Section 43(4). Any dispute as to your entitlement to compensation
or its amount shall be determined by arbitration

Availability of licence and working plan

A copy of this licence and the working plan shall be kept available on site for reference
when required by all site staff carrying out work under the requirements of the licence.

Understanding of licence and working plan

All site staff shall be, or shall work under the direct supervision of a member of staff who
is, fully conversant with those aspects of the licence conditions and working plan which
are relevant to their specific duties.

Changes in technically competent persons

Any changes in the technically competent management of the site and the name of any
incoming person together with evidence that such person has the required technical
competence shall be submitted to the Agency in writing within 5 working days of the
change in management. Technically competent management and technical competence
shall be as defined under section 74 of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 and
Regulations 4 and 5 of the 1994 Regulations.

Relevant convictions

Nofiﬁcatfon of relevant convictions

In the event of the Licence Holder and/or any relevant person being convicted of any
relevant offence and which is in addition to any already notified to the Agency, then full
details shall be provided to the Agency within 14 days following sentencing, whether or
not the conviction or sentence is subsequently appealed. Such details shall include, in
respect of each relevant person (as defined in section 74(7) of the Environmental
Protection Act 1990 or any subsequent amendments to that section), the nature of the
offence, the place and date of conviction, and any fine or other penalty imposed.

Notifications of appeals against convictions

In the event that the Licence Holder and/or any relevant person lodges an appeal against
any such conviction or sentence, the Licence Holder shall notify the Agency of this within
14 days of the lodging. The Licence Holder shall notify the Agency of the results of that
appeal, within 14 days of the appeal being decided.

Maintenance of financial provision

The financial provision for meeting the obligations under this Licence set out in the
Agreement made between the Licence Holder and the Agency dated 19 April 2001 shall
be maintained by the Licence Holder throughout the subsistence of this Licence and the
Licence Holder shall produce evidence of such provision whenever required by the

The Licence Holder shall provide up to 6 additional copies of the proposed change and
supporting risk assessment to the Agency, when required by the Agency in writing.

The proposed change to the working plan shall not be implemented unless the Agency
has given its written consent to it. Following consent, the Licence Holder shall give the
Agency prior written notification of the implementation date of the change, and from that
date the changed section shall be deemed to be incorporated in the working plan in
replacement of the previous version of that section.

Amendments to the working plan requiring prior notification to the Agency

Except where it is specified under condition 1.7.1 above that the amendment of specified
sections of the working plan requires the prior consent of the Agency, the Licence Holder
shall give the Agency not less than 7 days prior written notice of any change to the
working plan and to any appendices, drawings and figures which are referenced from
those sections.

The notice shall be accompanied by a copy of the specified changes.

The Licence Holder shall provide up to 6 additional copies of the proposed change to the
Agency, when required by the Agency in writing.

Such changes to the working plan shall be deemed to be incorporated in the working
plan and implemented on the date specified to the Agency in the amendment notification.
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
